The Second Conference was held in 1990 in Johor Bahru (Malaysia) in collaboration with the University of Technology, Malaysia. The Third Conference was held in 1992 in Rabat (Morocco) and the Fifth Conference took place in 1996 in Malang (Indonesia) in collaboration with the Brawijaya University, Malang, Indonesia.
